1) The snow plan has been completed and it needs to be agreed by the council before submitting to DCC. After this, I will be a registered Snow Warden with them and be able to order more grit as required.
2) Some grit bins have been topped up by DCC. I will get the others checked and filled as required over the next month.
3) Quicke’s Home Farm has a store of grit. I’m arranging to find out where it is and how much.
4) The resilience sheds have been checked. The sheds are in good condition. The contents are more or less OK. A road sign is missing from the Rec Shed – we need to replace this. The road lights need allen keys to open – we need to order some.
5) I have contacted the Flood Network volunteers by WhatsApp. Most are fine to continue. One or two did not reply. I will remove them from the list and WhatsApp group. The distribution is fine except we no longer have a volunteer in Langford as Clive has moved. 
6) I see no need to have a face-to-face meeting this winter as we are communicating well on WhatsApp.
7) There was no Shuttern Brook walk last summer but along West Town Road, the banks look well attended to. I shall try to arrange one for next summer.
